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CITY OF KENNER ANNOUNCES MARDI GRAS LOGISTICS

IN ADVANCE OF HOSTING KREWE OF ISIS PARADE

Kenner, LA. - (Feb. 9, 2023) The city of Kenner will host the Krewe of Isis on Saturday, Feb. 18
beginning at 6 p.m.

The parade, which is free to the public, will feature eight bands, 19 floats and dance groups. "We're
proud to host the Krewe of Isis in the city of Kenner. Residents enjoy being able to take partin a
lively and festive parade, all while feeling safe and close to home, and Kenner's Isis parade offers
just that," said Mayor Mike Glaser.

Rolling street closures will be in effect as the Krewe of Isis moves out of the Esplanade mall west
on West Esplanade toward Loyola Drive, north to Vintage Drive, east to Chateau Boulevard and
then north to Joe Yenni heading east toward Coconut Beach and the Pontchartrain Center where
the parade will then disband. As the parade progresses, street closures will be fluid. However,
streets will remain open as long as possible to allow residents access. In addition, Emergency and
police vehicles will be given access to any location during the parade, as necessary.

Parking restrictions along the route will be enforced beginning at noon on Saturday, Feb. 18.
Available parking will be at Kenner Discovery and Ochsner Hospital. Limited parking will also be
available to the public at Kenner City Park and Muss Bertolino Playground. Residents and
business owners are encouraged to plan ahead and be aware that there may be brief periods in
which access in or out of neighborhoods and other areas is limited. The parade, assuming no
unexpected delays, is expected to last approximately three hours.
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
